On February 12-18, the lllinois Brethren Disaster Ministries are planning a trip to Ashland, Tennessee and
are looking for 15 people to commit a week of their time to continue work on repairing and rebuilding
homes for families who have lost everything from the flood. The cost is minimal. Your meals and lodging
are provided. The only expenses for the week are your travel and if you want to see any sights in Nashville
or eat out one night. Loren is planning to join this group and would like to have some York Center people
join him.
